Task Description:  
You are part of a design team that has been selected to create a theme park for an ancient society – You may choose either Ancient China or Ancient Egypt,  
a. You must include the following labelled illustrations or models 

1. 2 Uniform designs for the security guides.  Please include one for men on foot and one for men on horses.  Base them on soldiers of your ancient society. Provide labelled pictures of both.

2. A list of foods eaten and a menu for the restaurant. 

a. You must provide a list of foods eaten in your ancient society and your dishes must be created from these foods.  
b. The menu must include 3 starters, 3 mains and 3 desserts Your menu must look attractive and be based on the writing of your ancient society
3. A set of 5 action figures based on the people of your ancient society accompanied by detailed summaries of their roles and responsibilities.  For example, Rulers, Noble men and women, Working men and women, Traders, Craftsmen and Peasants.  Provide a summary for each action figure on their lifestyle and work.

4. An impressive entrance with a catchy name.  This must reflect the architecture of your ancient society.   Provide a labelled drawing.

5. 5 items to be sold at the gift shop that will remind people of their visit to your ancient society amusement park and a written explanation of what they are and why they will remind people of your ancient society.
6. A bibliography, using the following format, of at least three sources. You must use information from at least three sources.  All internet references must be the URL address

a. Books - Author, Title, Name of Publisher, Date of Publication

b. Internet - Author, Title, URL address

Submission requirements:
· This is a COMPULSORY ASSIGNMENT for all Year 7 students.

· This assignment is worth 30% of your final mark and therefore has a significant influence on your final ranking within the year group.
