Task description
Students are to complete a TWO-part assessment task. Part A is a research task in which you are required to explore THREE separate decades using the table provided as a scaffold. Part B of the research task is an oral presentation in which you will present an impact statement about major events presented in the decade you researched in part A, question 3.
Your assessment task needs to include the following to gain an A or B grade for this assignment all sections must be completed:
A Title Page which has 

i. your name, class  and teacher’s name 

ii. the title of your assignment

iii. a list of anything submitted with your assignment. Eg video, photographs, model, CD

Part A (40 marks)
Research Task – using the table (see last page) as a guide, you are to research the following:
1. The 2010s – this is the decade in which you are currently going through your adolescence. You are to research major political, cultural and social events of this decade using the table as a scaffold. (You are welcome to use a format different to the table as long as the same headings are used and you may incorporate images.).
2. Interview your parents/carers/grandparents about the decade in which they went through their adolescence (i.e. the 70s or 80s). Using the table as a scaffold in the interview discuss the major world, cultural and social events that took place during this decade. You are welcome to incorporate images from your parents’ adolescence – please ensure these are either labelled with your name or that they are photocopies. (If struggling to think of 3 major events from this decade – this could be an great opportunity to spend some time with your loved one researching the decade in which they grew up in!). 
3. Research any decade of your choosing from the post-war era (i.e. 50s, 60s, 70s, 80s, 90s, 00s). Again, use the table as a guide to research the major political, cultural, fashion and social events from the decade of your choice. Incorporate images from this era. 
4. A written impact statement (250 words) that clearly analyses the impact of TWO major events, ONE invention and ONE development of your chosen decade (Question 3 of Part A) has had Australian history and society. You might consider writing a paragraph on each of the major events, inventions and developments of this period. Consider:

i. How did they affect Australia at the time?

ii. How did they affect attitudes?

iii. What changes did they bring about?
You MUST include a Bibliography for the research section of the assessment task.

· This is a resource list that includes all resources used during your research. Research your decade using a variety of sources, both primary and secondary. Eg books, encyclopaedias, magazines, newspapers, photographs, the Internet, videos, CDs, interviews with people.
· For books you will list the author(s), the title of the publication, the publisher and the place and date of publication

· For websites, include the full web address as well as the author and date of publication if possible. Include the date accessed

· Your teacher will show you how to set out your bibliography

· At least 5 sources should be consulted.
Part B (10 marks)
Oral Presentation 
Produce a presentation in which you discuss the highlights of what you have researched in Part A of your assessment task. Present to the class and your teacher the findings of your assessment, the highlights and interesting facts you found from each of the decades researched, along with your impact statement. Your presentation should be engaging and may include one or a combination of any of the following: video, CD, project book, display folder, a series of posters, an audio cassette, power point presentation – in the past we have had students create record players, dresses, toys etc. It should go for 3-4 minutes.  
Attach the Marking sheet to the front of your assignment.

Submission requiremenTS

· This is a compulsory assignment for all Year 10 History students.

· This assignment is worth 50% Yearly Mark.

· This task therefore has a significant influence on your final ranking within the year group. 

· Non-completion of this task may result in a poor grade or an N-Award in History

· DO NOT simply download or copy information from the Internet or from written texts. This is called PLAGIARISM and will be heavily penalised. Plagiarism is easily detected using Internet search engines.
· A TECHNOLOGY problem will NOT be a valid excuse for the late submission of work. All work must be submitted on time. Late assignments cannot be given a mark, as this is unfair to those students who submit their work on time
