Your story must be about an adventure. Your submission should look like a picture book and include a front and back cover with the necessary elements, such as title, author and a picture to capture the reader’s attention.
Your pictures should:

· Use colours that reflect the mood of the story

· Support the ideas you are trying to get across to the reader
